We’re glad that you are here and we wish you a pleasant visit.  Here is some information that will help you enjoy your stay.  Please respect the rural nature of the area, and the quiet privacy of guests staying at the cabin.

The House is on the right side of the road, about 0.4 mile beyond Norway Drive.  Look for “744” on a black mailbox.  The house is gray and visible from the road.  Park in front of the house.  Do not use or block the driveway beside the house that goes back to the cabin.

Safety: For your protection, the House is equipped with smoke detectors, a carbon monoxide detector, power failure light/flashlight, a fire extinguisher under the kitchen sink, and ground-fault electrical circuits in wet areas. The outside lights have motion detectors that turn on automatically. 

In an emergency, dial 911.

Say you are just off Fire Lane 216, at 744 Eagle Lake Road

Keys:  You will find two sets of keys on the kitchen counter.  Please be sure that you lock the house and leave the keys on the counter when you leave.

Phone:  The phone permits unlimited local calls and operator assisted or credit card long distance calls. You can dial using 7 digits within Maine.  For incoming calls, the House number is 207-288-4859.

Lights:  The front and back yard outside lights have motion sensors and will turn on automatically, but the two switches in the kitchen near the door MUST be left up (“on” position).  The porch near the kitchen has a motion sensor as well.  Leave the three way switch in the inside porch in the left position.
Water: The Island is environmentally fragile, so please be sensitive in your water use. The property has its own well, drawing cold spring water from 100 feet down in the underlying bedrock. 

Septic System: Because the system uses a pump, only human waste, toilet paper, and water can be put in the drains.  Tampons, paper towels, or food waste can harm the pump.

Smoking: Smoking is not allowed indoors.  While outside, please make sure smoking materials do NOT fall through the deck onto the dry materials underneath.

Grounds: Acadia Getaway is on a small lot.  Please do not wander far, as the nearby woods and road are private property.

Trash: Please bring any full trash bags to the container by the mailbox near the street and secure them inside.  All trash must be in bags.  

Grill:  Use as directed.  Always light with the lid up.

Wood Stove:  The house has a wood stove that you may carefully use if you are familiar with wood stoves and can operate one safely.  The house is well insulated, so running the wood stove, even on a low setting, may bake you out of the house!  The air damper control is the small lever on the upper left.

Heaters:  There are two kerosene heaters on the first floor; one by the eating area and one in the bedroom.  Each heater has on-off and temperature control buttons on the front panel.  Please remember to shut the heaters off when you leave the house.

TV / VCR / DVD / CD:  The “TV/Video” button on the TV or remote control selects various modes.  It will display “CH 5” to show channel 5, “CH 4” to see VCR tapes, “Video” to watch DVDs or listen to CDs, and “FM” to listen to FM stations.  Since one remote controls the TV, VCR, and DVD player, press the appropriate TV, VCR, or DVD button on the remote to select the device you want to control.  You can rent videos and DVDs at the grocery store on Cottage Street in downtown Bar Harbor.

Bedding: Extra bedding is in the chest of drawers next to the couch and in the master bedroom closet.

Baby Stuff:  In the utility room, help yourself to a stroller, baby backpack, and high chair insert.  Please cover the rug under your little eater and clean the equipment when done. The porta-crib is in the closet outside the upstairs bedroom door. 
Departure: 
Check out time is 10am on Saturday.  House should be “broom clean” when you leave. That is, do a superficial cleaning of floors. In the utility room, you will find a vacuum and broom. Please wash and put away dishes in the kitchen. Trash can be bagged and left in the trash bin near the street. Leave the linens for us to take care of.  Please leave both sets of keys on the kitchen counter when you leave.  Your security deposit will be mailed to you within 2 weeks after your stay if the house is left in good condition.

Things to do:

Go car-free on the Island Explorer Shuttle Bus for free: If you would like to leave your car and take the shuttle, please read the brochure with information and schedules. Acadia Getaway is not on an official stop, but you can flag down a bus if you 1) find a spot with good visibility front and rear and a shoulder to pull over and 2) flag the bus with 2 hands or the drivers will think you're saying hi.

Access to carriage roads: Eagle Lake is a major hub of the carriage road network.  Turn right out of the driveway and travel east on Eagle Lake Road for a mile until you see the signs for Eagle Lake.  There is also a short path nearer the house that leads to the Aunt Betty Pond carriage road.  You can walk to this in a few minutes, but be careful of traffic along Eagle Lake Road.  This walk may not be appropriate for younger children.  Turn right out of the driveway and walk east for 1/3 mile on Eagle Lake Rd.  Just after a mailbox labeled “Ryan,” look for a yellow diamond-shaped sign indicating a right curve.  The path is on the right side there just before the curve sign.  Walk your bike at the ends of the path.

Here’s how to find the trail to get back to Acadia Getaway.  From the Aunt Betty Pond carriage road, you can find the path back to Eagle Lake Rd. by watching for a culvert under the carriage road marked by 4 stones on one side of the road and 3 on the other.  It is about ½ mile northeast of Aunt Betty Pond and toward the end of the long downgrade from Eagle Lake to Aunt Betty Pond.  You will see a double maple tree growing out of a flat rock.  The trail is to the right of the double tree.  The Park Service won’t let us mark the trail (we tried), so follow it carefully.  We don’t suggest doing this after dark since the trail will be harder to find.
Activities:  There is a lot of programming provided by the National Park, which is especially good for families.  We recommend that you pick up the free “Acadia Weekly” publication that lists local events for the week, as well as restaurants, maps and attractions.  You can rent canoes, kayaks, and bicycles in many places on the island.  Downtown Bar Harbor is a good place to go for most of your shopping and rental needs.

Feel free to peruse the brochures of area attractions and restaurant menus.  Please return them so that future guests can use them too.  Please sign the guest book.  We are new to the world of vacation rentals, so we would love your thoughts.  Also feel free to include ideas for future guests on places you visited while here.
